Find the Dimensions of the Rectangle
The dimensions of a rectangle have the ratio of 4:3 and its area is 300 square units. Use a table to find the dimensions.

If we remove the right‑most quarter of the rectangle, we are left with a square. Find the dimensions of the rectangle by first computing the area of the square.

Change the problem so that the area is 192 rather than 300 square units. That is, suppose the dimensions of a rectangle have the ratio of 4 : 3 and its area is 192 square units. Find the dimensions. Again, try to solve by removing the right-most quarter of the rectangle.

If we again remove the right‑most quarter of the rectangle, we are left with a square. As before, find the dimensions of the rectangle by first computing the area of the square.

Generalize: Find the dimensions of a rectangle if the ratio of length to width is r:1 and if the area is A.
