Battle of the Batteries

	Movie is shown. Students would answer the question: What qualities or characteristics would you look for in the battery for a cell phone? Distribute the handout to the teams. Ask the teams to study the chart on the handout and talk it over for a few minutes.  Then, as a class, discuss the information shown in the chart, so that it is clear to everyone what that data means.  Then have the teams begin the task of answering the questions on the handout.  Circulate as they work, and ask questions to guide them to think about the ratios of “capacity to weight” and “capacity to cost” as they evaluate the batteries, and to use proportional reasoning to answer questions 2 and 3.
Potential Misconceptions:

Students may not understand that though the question is asking for opinion, it ought to be based on the data provided.
